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Nursing goes beyond providing care and involves believing in the abilities of others and
monitoring their progress. The role of a nurse therefore extends beyond physical care. They
observe patients, ensure their safety, and provide support during their most *vulnerable moments.

Nurses not only give medicine to patients but also watch them carefully. They monitor vital
signs, notice behavioral changes, and keep an eye out for other subtle changes in a patient’s condition.

Through (7)their careful observation, nurses can help patients heal sooner, preventing other

*potential diseases and ensuring the best possible outcomes. Patients take comfort in knowing that
nurses are dedicated to protecting their health and well-being.

Nurses also play an important role in connecting doctors and patients. One problem in the
doctor-patient relationship is poor communication. This can lead to misunderstandings and a lack
of information that results in confusion. Another problem is the power *imbalance. Doctors
sometimes make decisions ( - ) involving patients enough. This can make patients feel
powerless and cause them to lose interest in their own care. The limited time of *appointments can
also slow down the trust-building process and prevent a full understanding of patients’ concerns.
Cultural and language barriers can further *complicate effective communication *in regard to what
patients need. To improve the doctor-patient relationship, it is important for doctors to
communicate with patients more often, make decisions together, aim for patient-centered care, and
develop cultural *sensitivity.

When patients feel anxious or afraid, a nurse’s strong *faith can encourage them. They become
guiding lights, reminding patients (7 ) they are not alone in their journey. By believing in the
*strength of patients, nurses provide them with the motivation and *reassurance needed to face
their challenges.

In conclusion, nursing is more than just providing care. It involves giving confidence to patients
and keeping watch over them. The thoughtful support of nurses allows patients to rest assured
that they are not only receiving a proper care but are also being encouraged to ( = ) their health

and live better lives.
