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Agreement on Strengthening the Sister State Relationship
between
The State of Florida of the United States of America
and
Wakayama Prefecture, Japan

Since the signing of the agreement forming a Sister-State Relationship between the State
of Florida and Wakayama Prefecture in 1995, the agreement of Orange Partnership in 2011
and the Memorandum of Cooperation between Florida and Japan signed in 2023, the State
of Florida and Wakayama Prefecture have worked diligently to promote mutual exchanges

in various fields, including the economy, tourism, and culture.

On the occasion of the 30th Anniversary of the Sister State Agreement between the State
of Florida and Wakayama Prefecture, and with a commitment to continued friendship and
cooperation the two parties hereby agree to inform and consult with one another on matters
of common interest that represent opportunities for mutual benefit consistent with a Sister
State Relationship, to promote cross-cultural understanding and foster friendship and
goodwill relations.

This agreement recognizes and encourages the importance of youth exchanges between
Florida and Wakayama, and welcomes active exchange programs between high schools,
universities, research institutions and artists. Both sides look forward to enhancing further
collaboration, supporting and facilitating exchange programs, researcher-to-researcher
exchanges and academic collaborations. Exchanges may support the next generation, in a

wide range of fields, including culture, aerospace and other cutting-edge technologies.

This agreement is signed in Miami, Florida on the 10th day of November 2025 by both

parties in the English and Japanese languages, both texts having equal value.
