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We often see news reports about species from other countries harming Japan’s environment.
But there are also cases (7 ) species long loved in Japan have been introduced to other countries
and caused big problems there. One such example is *kudzu.

Kudzu is a plant native to Asia and has long *vines. It has long been used in Japan for various
purposes, including medicine and food for cattle and horses. Kudzu was first introduced to the US
at the 1876 World Expo in Philadelphia. At the time, it became popular among Americans as a
plant for gardening. Later, in the 1930s, it was introduced to prevent soil *erosion into rivers, and
the US government actively encouraged its use.

However, Americans at the time didn’t know about (-f )kudzu’s incredible reproductive power. It

can grow even in poor soil and can grow up to 30 cm per day. Even when its leaves die in winter,
its roots and vines survive. Wherever a vine touches the soil, it grows new roots. The roots become
as hard as wood, making them very difficult to remove. Even if all the leaves and vines above
ground are removed, kudzu will start growing again as long as there are even a few roots
underground. As a result, kudzu has grown out of control and become a major problem. In 1953,
the use of kudzu for soil conservation purposes was no (7 ) recommended, and in 1997, it was
*regulated as a harmful weed. Today, kudzu covers about 3 million hectares of land in the
southeastern US, and it is still spreading.

Kudzu expands its habitat by covering other plants. The covered plants are unable to get
sunlight and die, preventing other plants ( = ) growing. These areas are known as “green
deserts.” Kudzu also covers buildings and power lines, having a negative impact on people’s lives.
For this reason, kudzu is feared by people in the US and called the “Japanese Green Monster.”
Kudzu is now an official invasive species in the US and is causing much damage.

The kudzu problem is a good lesson about the dangers of people carelessly introducing new plants

or animals to different parts of the world.
